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Bidding is often considered the most di�cult part of learning to play bridge!  Which bids 
are FORCING and which bids are NON-FORCING? With a better understanding of this, you 
will become more comfortable knowing if you must bid again or if you can pass. Forcing 
bids imply more strength and are searching for game or slam contracts. While non-forc-
ing bids limit the strength of your hand and can be passed if you choose to do so.
